In 2021, the Stop TB Partnership is sounding the alarm on one of the world’s leading infectious killers. Although it is preventable and curable, tuberculosis (TB) kills around 4,000 people every day, among them 700 children. That means that 3 people die every minute due to TB.
Each year, on 24 March, we commemorate the day in 1882 when Dr. Robert Koch announced the discovery of the TB bacteria. World TB Day is an occasion to mobilize political and social commitment for further progress towards eliminating TB as a public health burden.

This year marks the moment when the world and its leaders have just over one year left to fulfil the United Nations Political Declaration on Tuberculosis by the agreed December 2022 deadline. Time is passing quickly, and world leaders are at risk of running out the clock. COVID-19 has reversed our gains and slowed down our progress. 
That is why the theme for World TB Day 2021 is “The Clock is Ticking”, highlighting the urgency with which the international community must step up and redouble its efforts to fulfil their commitments. 
It is an honor to invite the city of ________ to join the global movement and light up a city landmark, building, or clock in RED on 24 March 2021, to bring attention to the devastating impact of TB.
The Stop TB Partnership launched the “Light Up for TB” campaign the first time in 2017, and we have attracted wide participation of over 60 cities in previous campaigns. Find here, as an example, a recap of our successful 2018 campaign.
