If you are not happy with the way the council is handling your personal information you have the right to lodge a complaint with the Information Commissioner’s Office.
Rutland County Council needs to share information as part of the assessment and planning process for an Education, Health and Care plan (EHC plan) and, where an EHC plan is made, to share it and supporting information with relevant agencies and professionals, in the interest of your child. We need the permission of the right person to do this, who is:

· the parent or legal guardian where the child is of statutory school age,
· the young person where the young person is over statutory school age, (unless they lack capacity to do so as defined within the Mental Capacity Act 2005) 

You have a right to access yours or the child for whom you are giving consent’s information, and we will review your consent with you as part of the annual review.  
Your personal data may be shared with other teams within the council to ensure our records are kept up to date or otherwise where we are required to do so under other legislation. We may share the data with third parties if we are required by law to do so for example to find out if a child or adult is at risk of harm or we need to help a child or adult who is at risk of harm or for the prevention or detection of crime.

We will not sell your data or use it for marketing purposes without your consent.

In addition, the local authority is also allowed to share the EHCP without consent for the specified purposes as detailed in Chapter 9.211 of the SEN Code of Practice 2015 such as for tribunal matters, OFSTED inspections, court matters.
