


principles of cross-border taxation for a digitalizing economy, and ensuring fair treatment across 
countries. Instead, the OECD global tax deal reflects a tenuous political negotiation that relies 
heavily on U.S. concessions and allows China to gain a competitive edge in the global economy. 

The United States provides 20 percent of the OECD's annual budget-nearly $80 million 
per year and twice as much as any other countty. China provides no funding to the OECD. Yet 
China stands to gain market share and jobs, while Americans are expected to pay the tab for the 
OECD global tax deal. It is unclear why American taxpayers should continue funding a project 
that manifestly harms their own interests in favor of a competitor. 

The OECD should reject all proposals that would allow other countries to attack 
American jobs and tax revenues.
